  SSIIGGNNEETT  RRIINNGG--An instrument belonging to a king, used to impress a seal of his 
ownership and authority.  The promises made to Zerubbabel by God seem to foreshadow David’s 
greater Son, Jesus Christ. 

 

    ZZEERRUUBBBBAABBEELL is a direct descendant of both sons of David, Nathan and Solomon.  Mary 
is a direct descendant of Nathan (Luke 3) and Joseph is a direct descendant of Solomon.   Jesus, 
therefore, has a legal claim (through Joseph), physical claim (through Mary) and righteous claim 
(He was sinless) to the throne of Israel!
